ATTENTION! To set the time to the nearest second, it is necessary
to pull out the crown when the second hand is at 60 (small right dial).
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To set the time to the nearest second, set the minute hand to the
position one minute ahead of the actual time. After setting the hour
and minute hands to the time you need, at the same second you need
to move the crown back to position Il and screw the crown to position I.
Setting the date

To set the date in fast mode, you need to:

1. Unscrew the crown from position | by rotating counterclockwise
(towards yourself).

2. Pull the crown to position III (one click, the watch will keep running).

3. Set the date by rotating the crown counterclockwise (towards
yourself).

4. After setting the date, return the crown to position I. To do this, press
the crown, return it to position Il and then turn it clockwise (away from
yourself), pressing it against the body until it stops rotating.
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ATTENTION! In order to avoid damage to the mechanism, the date
cannot be changed between 21:00 and 24:00 hours. The date must be
set to the value of the next day.

Setting the date, day of week and time

To set the date, time, and day of the week:

1. Unscrew the crown from position | by rotating counterclockwise
(towards yourself).

2. Pull the crown to the time conversion position IV (the clock will stop).

3. Turn the crown counterclockwise (towards yourself) until yesterday's
day of the week appears.

4. Set the crown to the date setting position I1I.

5. Turn the crown counterclockwise (towards yourself) until yesterday's
date appears.

6. Pull out the crown to the time conversion position IV (the clock will stop).
7. Turn the crown counterclockwise (towards yourself) until the correct
date is set.

2. Hold the A and B buttons pressed simultaneously for at least 2
seconds (the stopwatch hand rotates 360° — the adjustment mode is
activated).

3. To sum up the central second hand, press the A button once, and hold
the A button for accelerated rotation.

4. Briefly press the B button once to proceed to the adjustment of the
next arrow: the counter arrow for 30 minutes.

5. To change the position of the arrow, press the A button once, and hold
the A button for accelerated rotation.

6. Return the crown to its original position I. The chronograph hands can
be adjusted at any time of the day.

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Care and maintenance of your watches
Water resistance

Watches with a water resistance rating of 5 ATM (50 meters) are
protected against atmospheric moisture and can be kept on during
various activities, including washing hands. The watch must not be used
in swimming, snorkeling, scuba diving or any other diving.

Watches with a water resistance rating of 10 ATM (100 meters)
are protected against atmospheric moisture and can be worn while
swimming and diving. However, they should not be used for high-impact
activities such as diving off a platform or springboard, or for surfing.
Watches with a water resistance rating of 20/30 ATM (200/300 meters)
are protected against atmospheric moisture and can be worn during
swimming and diving. They are suitable for diving to depths requiring the
use of scuba gear, excluding the use of helium.

Water resistance watches 5/10/20 ATM:

Before using the watches in water, ensure that the winding crown is in the
winding position (against the case).

Avoid manipulating the winding crown underwater or when the watches
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are wet. After using the watches in seawater, rinse them with fresh water
and wipe them dry, then let them air-dry.

If you shower with your watches or take a bath with 10/20 ATM watches,
follow these guidelines:

« Do not rotate or extend the crown in water.

« If you leave the watch in hot water, it may start to rush or lag behind.
However, the accuracy of the stroke will be restored at normal temperature.

« Avoid abrupt temperature changes over short periods.

Over time, wear and tear on components and aging of seals can negatively

impact water resistance. It is recommended to have the sealing gasket

and water resistance level checked annually at an authorized Service

Center, and if necessary, replace them.

If moisture enters the internal part of the watches, immediately contact
an authorized Service Center.

ATTENTION! It is important to remember not to pull out the winding
crown when the watches are in a damp or wet condition to prevent
moisture from entering the case.

Note: The pressurein ATM indicates at what pressure the water resistance
44

of the watches was tested. It does not correspond to the actual depth of
potential water immersion, as movements while swimming, especially
diving, can significantly increase the effective pressure on the watches.

Magnetizm

Your watches may stop completely when exposed to a strong magnetic
field. Avoid subjecting them to strong magnetic fields.

Care

Damage to the case and bracelet of the watches can be caused by
various types of contaminants, such as dust, moisture, sweat, and more.
For watch care, it is recommended to use a microfiber cloth. In the
case of significant dirt, a soft brush and a soapy solution can be used.
Afterward, rinse with running water. Before doing this, make sure that
the winding crown is in the position against the case to prevent moisture
from entering the case.

Impact and vibrations

Your watches can withstand light impacts and vibrations. However, try to
avoid dropping the watches onto hard surfaces and subjecting them to
strong impacts against solid objects.
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Chemical substances

Protect your watches from exposure to solvents, mercury, cosmetic
sprays, cleaning agents, dyes, glue, and other aggressive substances.
Chemical reactions can lead to damage to the case, protective coating,
and seals.

Protective transparent covers

If there are transparent stickers on the crystal, case back, and winding
crown when you purchase the watch, remove them before using the
watch. To remove the protective sticker from the winding crown, you
can use a soft cloth and an alcohol solution.

Safety precautions

Store the watches in a dry place, either in their box lined with soft
protective material or in special cases.

Avoid storing watches together with precious jewelry to prevent
damage to the sapphire crystal.

Avoid exposing the watches to extreme temperatures (the operational
range is from 0 to +60°C).
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Do not attempt to open the case yourself (do not remove the back cover
of the watch).

Avoid strong impacts, drops, etc.

Do not fasten the strap too tightly. You should be able to slide a finger
between your wrist and the strap.
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Warranty

The manufacturer's warranty is valid for 1 (one) year from the date of
watch purchase and is applicable only to watches acquired from an
authorized dealer or the official online store.

The warranty covers factory defects in materials and assembly
malfunctions. In the event of defects discovered within the warranty
period, the manufacturer undertakes to rectify any deficiencies and/or
malfunctions free of charge. If the watches are ineligible for warranty
repair, the manufacturer guarantees the replacement of the watches
with a similar model or a model with identical specifications. Repairs are
only carried out at authorized service centers. Contact information for
authorized service centers can be found on the molnija.shop website.

The warranty does not cover:

« Glass and the strap;

« Damages occurring on any part of the watch due to incorrect operation,
lack of care, or careless handling (scratches on the glass, signs of impact,
dents, dings, cracks, changes in the color of the strap or bracelet, etc.);
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« Any self-repair or interference with the watch's construction or alteration
of its external appearance;

« Moisture ingress into the watch due to an unfixed crown;

« If the warranty certificate lacks marks indicating the place and time of
watch purchase, the signature, and seal of the seller;

» If a copy or photocopy of the original warranty certificate is presented
instead of the original;

« If the watch malfunctioned due to a natural disaster (fire, earthquake,
flood).

The warranty certificate is filled out on the day of watch sale and is
separately enclosed in the packaging.
